Students should meet the following academic requirements in order to participate 

 If a Student is in danger of failing one course in a marking period the student may be suspended 

from athletic events until progress has been made in the subject area. 

 If a student fails two (2) or more courses in a marking period the student may be ineligible for 

further participation in athletics. 

 If a student receives unsatisfactory grades in conduct and effort the student will be suspended 

until progress is made. 

 If a student is absent from school due to an illness the student will not be allowed to practice or 

play for that day. 

In Addition regardless of academic eligibility 

 If a student is ejected from a game(s) (technical foul) for Unsportsmanship behavior, they will be 

suspended for a game. Two such occurrences in a year and the student will be suspended from 

playing for the rest of the season.
